· Hours of life of the average bulb

Side 4 : Cost/Watt Comparisons

· Lifetime Cost calculation for 100W Incandescent vs 30W CFL

· 6 Bulb equivalencies (ex: 100W incandescent = 30W CFL)

Side 5 : What you can do

· Required “Please go to: www.mountviewmiddleschool.org and click on the Energy Star Pledge link. Pledging to change even one light bulb can (insert statistic that you choose)”

· Required: “Pass it on: Please send this pamphlet to a friend, coworker or family member and ask that they consider reducing their CO2 emissions by changing one small light bulb.”

Side 6 : Mercury

· Select important mercury information pertaining to CFL’s or information on bulb recycling in our area. 5-6 facts

· Can be bulleted information or facts or in paragraph form

Rubric :

3) Pamphlet is neat and legible (10 points)

4) Information is used to persuade the reader (10 points)

5) Pictures and unique drawings (beyond required) are used to decorate the pamphlet (10 points)
